diagnostic testing.  Additional services at 
the clinic are an obstetrics and gynecol-
ogy clinic, and orthopedic surgery clinic, 
a dialysis center through Fresenius Medi-
cal Care, physical therapy with Rehab 1—
Union, hearing with Southwestern Hear-
ing Center, and a lab with Quest Diagnostics.   

The medical center is looking to expand the tenant base with 
other medical based tenants.  With the fast growing number of 
roof tops at the east end of town, the Union Clinic provides an eas-
ily accessible, state of the art medical care facility to area residents 
as well as those from neighboring communities given the clinic is 
two miles from Interstate 44.   

The Union Clinic has proudly served the Union community 
for ten years and is eagerly looking to the future to continue to 
grow with the City of Union.   
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Union Corporate Realty is building a 40,000 square foot ware-
house in the Union Corporate Center utilizing a “concrete tilt” 
method.  The building's walls are poured directly at the jobsite 
in large slabs of concrete called "tilt-up panels" and then raised 
into position forming the exterior walls.
